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TANGLEWOOD

Tanglewood is a large and lovely estate, where the
Boston Symphony Orchestra has spent the summer for
the past twenty odd years. There they play the exalted
music of the world’s great composers, every weekend
for six weeks during the summer. They also have public
rehearsals every Saturday morning.

One Saturday I arrived early and luckily acquired a
seat in the third row. After a long wait on my part, the
orchestra filed in. The conductor raised his baton and
the rehearsal began. Lovely music emanated from the
raised stage. The graceful melody was familiar to me,
that of Beethoven’s Ninth Symphony, my favourite piece
of music. I sat back and enjoyed the music.

After a while the music stopped and there was a short
intermission. I walked about the beautiful grounds,
gazing at the wonders that the colourful lawns have
to show.

Tanglewcod is placed in the centre of a beautiful
range of mountains. No matter where you look, you see
tree-covered peaks. From a certain spot one can see
yellow fields, reflecting the rays of the sun. Behind
these is a sparkling blue lake, mirroring the tall green
trees and the mountains which border it on three sides.

Tanglewood itself is one of the most elegant estates
I have ever seen. Its grass is the greenest that I have
trodden. Tall and thick shrubbery surround the pro-
perty, which has three concert halls and a music school.
This garden of music and beauty also has sun-bathed
water tountains which are each set in small lawns, sur-
rounded by shrubbery. As I walked through the grounds,
my heart was filled with sadness, for I knew that I
would not see this sight again until another year went
by. After I took my seat, I was suddenly filled with a
feeling of excitement and anticipation. The Tanglewood
Choir had begun filing in to join the orchestra. My most
beloved part of Beethoven’s Ninth Symphony, the fourth
movement, was about to begin. The conductor raised
his baton, and the music began. After a short introduc-
tion, one lone instrument, the clarinet, could be heard.
It played the theme, a very simple meledy, the notes
first slowly climbing up to a point, then slowly down
Soon the complete orchestra, with the whole choir were
playing and singing that glorious melody. Tears welled
in my eyes. I could never exactly describe that wonder-
ful moment, which I will always remember.
