Objectives: This course is the first in a three-semester-long survey of the
history of modern Yiddish literature from 1780-1980. During the first
semester, we will survey the major genres, styles, and themes of Yiddish
writing in Prussia, Galicia, and the Pale of Settlement. A great deal of
attention will be paid to Abramovitsh-Mendele, as the chief inventor of
nineteenth-century Yiddish fiction.

Designed for Yiddish majors of all ages, the course is conducted in Yiddish.
Students are encouraged to speak in Yiddish but may resort to their mother
tongue in the interest of clarity.

Requirements: All the primary readings are contained in the course packet
available for $20.00 from the Faculty Secretary on the 8" floor of Kripke
Tower. Students must prepay, however, in the Bursar’s Office on the ground
floor. In addition, we shall be placing a group order for one book from the
National Yiddish Book Center at a cost of $36.00 per student.

Nineteenth-century Yiddish is dense and difficult. To adequately prepare for
class, students may wish to pair up in khevrusa. Secondary readings—also
required—are on reserve.

Writing Assignment and Final Exam: There will be one 8-10-page writing
assignment, due on November 7, on “"The Rhetorical Structure of Hakdomes
Mendele Moykher-Sforim.” Students may write in Yiddish, Hebrew, or
English. There will be a take-home final exam, which is to be submitted as an
e-mail attachment in WORD no later than 10:00 am, Friday December 23,

Course Description: Evil in classical Judaism is real, external, independent and metaphysical. In
modern times there has been an opposite trend to see evil as allegory, metaphor, symbol, and
as rooted in the psyche or society. Straddling the two poles are the masters of modern Yiddish
fiction and drama: Reb Nahman, Abramovitsh-Mendele, I. L. Peretz, Sholem Aleichem, S. Ansky,
. B. Singer and Blume Lempel.

Course Goals: To explore how the powers of evil are both domesticated and vivified by means
of story, drama and novel; to survey Yiddish literary culture from Hasidism through Modernism;

to gain exposure to best practices of reading fantastical literature.

Course Obijectives: To decode the Jewish demonic from early modern times until the present.




Expectations & Assessment:

1) A 10-12 pp. mid-term paper due on October 22"", and a final paper, on Isaac Bashevis Singer,
due date TBA. The midterm is worth 40% of the final grade and the final paper counts for the
other 60%.

Course description, goals, and objectives:

Home to the majority of the Jews in the world for over three centuries, the shtetl, or market town
of Jewish Eastern Europe, is only a memory-site today. But other than Jerusalem, there is hardly a
more protean Jewish memory-site than the shtetl. As is true of Jewish culture in general, that
memory was kept alive not by historians, who have failed the shtetl miserably, but by writers of
fiction and memoirists. So it is to them that we dedicate this course.

What to do, however, if we have only ten sessions? We must therefore be highly selective and
choose only the best and most provocative works, drawn from the masters of Yiddish, Hebrew,
American—Jewish and Russian-Jewish prose, in the best available translations into English. There
will also be movies, for your viewing pleasure.

The main goal of the course is to appreciate the divine economy of the shtetl imaginary. So doing,
(1) we learn a shorthand that Jewish writers have developed to critique the social flaws and moral
failings of Jewish society; (2) we learn to chart the rapidly changing landscape of the modern Jewish
-and human condition; and (3) we purchase an abiding icon of longing and loss.
